The California Water Plan (Update 2018) was recently revised by the Department of

Water Resources to include statewide water use for water years up to and including
2016. The chart below shows how applied water was used in California during water
year 2016. Water is managed in California for each of these important beneficial uses.
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This water produces food for
consumption in urban areas while
also providing terrestrial and aquatic
habitat for a multitude of species.
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In the Sacramento Valley, the applied water Wild & Scenic Rivers / Managed Wetlands
uses differ from the statewide figures. As the chart 2 2%
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shows, water is managed for the mosaic of farms,
refuges, fish and cities and rural communities.
